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Every day, faith-based organizations invest in the future of the people in their community. Whether feeding a person who’s hungry, giving a family a place to sleep or providing guidance to those who in need, faith-based organizations play a vital role in helping build successful, healthy lives. One important building block that may not immediately come to mind is Selective Service registration. Registration is a legal requirement and is tied to important benefits that are necessary for any man’s success.
What’s at Stake
· Men who fail to register by their 26th birthday can be permanently barred from receiving:
· Federal student loans for college.
· Placement in federally-funded job training programs.
· Any federal and most state and municipal jobs.
· Driver’s licenses, in some states.
· Additionally, immigrant men who fail to register can lose their eligibility to become citizens before age 31. 
Who Must Register
· The law requires virtually all men living in the United States, even noncitizens, to register with the Selective Service System regardless of citizenship status.
· Men must register within 30 days of their 18th birthday. However, late registrations are accepted up until their 26th birthday.	
How to Register
· Online at www.sss.gov, click on the registration icon.
· At any U.S. Post Office.
